Recently a Federal GovernmeAgency funded by
taxpayersmoney has publicly stated that a priority of theirs
is to close all congregate facilities for persons with
developmental disabilities Whether they would admit it or
not, this would include Misericordia, the Heart of Mercy
Center

As any of you who have taken the tour of Misericordia know
the response is always that we should be the “model” for the
entire country Our philosophy is that we are not the only
way to share life with persons with disabilities, but a very
legitimate way One great advantage which is ours is that we provide a full continuum of care.

We have MAuley Skilled Nursing Home for the profoundly disabled, medically involved persons and seven
homes in the neighborhood for the most able-bodied resid€éhtse are twenty other residential areas available
on the campus serving the needs of non-ambulatory as well as ambulatory persons of varied cognitive skills.

Perhaps, our greatest asset is our 31 acre, beautiful campus, where most of the residential houses arkeisocated.
includes a chapel, community centersidentssocial centergreenhouse and gardens, an aquatic center with a
fitness room, a day program building, gymnasium, launéitchen, baking and packaging area, an art ceater

our Greenhouse Inn Restauraiitie campus also serves 150 families in an outreach program for persons living in
their own homes.

When you come to our campus, you are coming to the “home” of most of our residents. Even for those who live
in our neighborhood homes, the campus is truly the center of their lives. Some do have outside employment bu
this is usually for 2 or 3 days a week and for 2 or 3 hours. Outside employment is fiewit thffind especially

in our present economy\Ve must create our own jobs and we do this by utilizing the resources of our campus.

Our 600 residents (mostly adults) live good liva$iey are happy people who know they are loved and

challenged, each according to their unique potentibkir families are grateful, for all any parent wants is for

their child (disabled or not) to be living a fulfilled life surrounded by people who respect them as unique persons
We all recognize that our children/adults ¢ameate a good world for themselves but once it is theirs, they

become the gift givers.

At Misericordia, we all feel privileged to be able to share life with such beautiful people as our resitiets.

How many of us could/would accept the limitations which
are theirs and still rejoice in the goodness of our woiltiey call us forth, on a daily basis, to be more loving and
compassionate.
